Photos

must be received by March 28",

e There is not a fee for entering the county contest.

e For the senior age division, the county contest will be a qualifying contest for the state contest
— this is new this year.

e Photos judged at the county level will receive either a red, blue or white ribbon. The will be a

best of show selected for each category for each age division. The best of show winners for

the senior age category will be eligible to move forward to the state contest.

e For those who choose to participate in the District 10 Contest, those photos must be uploaded

to 4-H Connect by the deadline and will be required to pay the per person $5.00 fee.

*** Save all photos as jpegs or png images. Save file with youth’s name, age division and category***

Photography Instructions
Each 4-H member may enter up to three (3) photos. Photos DO NOT have to be in different categories

(i.e. 4-H’er may enter 3 animals-wildlife photos). If a 4-Her submits more than 3 photos, it will be up to

the committee’s discretion as to which 3 photos will be judged.

Photos must be taken by the 4-H member between May 1, 2013 and March 28, 2014.

Age Divisions

The age divisions for county and District 10 4-H Photography Contest are as follows.
¢ Junior — 8 and in the 3rdgrade to 10 years old as of August 31, 2013
¢ Intermediate — 11-13 as of August 31, 2013
¢ Senior — 14-19 as of August 31, 2013

District 10 Contest Photos: All photos must be submitted on 4-H Connect between March 10" and
March 28™. Detailed instructions on registering for contest will come later.

Judging will be held prior to District 4-H Roundup and Fashion Show. A slide show of all photos will
be on display at District 4-H Roundup/Fashion Show on May 3, 2014 at Lockhart Junior High.

Recognition of District Contest Results

Blue, Red or White award ribbons will be given for each photo. Judging will be done by a qualified
judge and the State Photography Contest Score Sheet will be used. ‘Best Of Show’ will also be
awarded in each of the 15 categories for each age division.

Following Round-Up, 4-Hers will receive their score sheets and ribbons from their County Agent.
